5.) The baby is left with the stranger.

6.) After a few minutes the mother returns to
the room
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»> The reaction of the child when
they enter the room is to stay
close to their mother at first,
sometimes physically touching
her.

»Later the child moves away but
looks back from time to time
checking her mother is still there.
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»When the stranger enters the
room the child tends to rush
back to their mother and It
takes time before the child will
play with the stranger.

>If the mother leaves the room
most children tend to stop
playing and cry.
